Fixed and double hung 
windows are located on the east elevation. The front facade is faced in a brick veneer that is arranged in a stretcher bond pattern. It may be a later 
application since it does not extend fully to the edges of the front fatade and projects slightly from the rest of this fatade.  The east elevation appears 
to be faced with beaded wood clapboards. The foundation material is difficult to determine, but it seems to be concrete. According to the Lorain 
County Auditor's property card, the house contains a basement.

(City Directory). It has since been incorporated into Oberlin Scientific Corporation, founded 1983 (OSC). The Emary's had moved by 1973.
