This vernacular Upright and Wing house features its upright portion at the left side of the main faτade, which faces west. This portion has 
three 6/6 double hung windows with shutters at the first story and two 6/6 windows with shutters at the second story. A small, wood vent is 
located in the gable at the attic. The wing portion at the right of the faτade has a side gable and the entry at the far left of the wing is 
recessed. Brick steps, capped in stone, lead up to the small, recessed, porch, which has a wood floor. A modern screen door covers the 
door. To the right of the door, an 8/8 window has shutters. A simple wood fence runs in front of the wing portion of the house. The south 
elevation features an exterior chimney that extends through the gable; 8/8 windows, which do not have shutters, flank it. The north
elevation has a small, 6/1 window at the left side of the first story, as well as a larger, 6/6 window with shutters near the center of the first 
story.

Built sometime during the late 1870s, the first known occupant of this house was Mrs. Mary J. Hall (1820-?), who resided in the house in 
1883. Mrs. Hall was the widow of James Hall, and had two grown children at the time, one of whom (Sophronia) was an 1868 graduate of the 
OC Lit. Dept. From 1886-1891, Henry O. Snedeker, a Civil War veteran (Co. C, 1st Ohio L.A.) lived at the house with his wife Mary J., and his 
three children: Sadie, a graduate of OHS (1889) and who went on to attend the Oberlin Conservatory, Mattie E., and General Sherman, who 
attended the OC Preparatory Dept. From 1894 to 1902 the house was the residence of Mrs. Alice M. Stevens, widow of Jerome, and her son 
Volney J. During the year of 1899-1900, W.G. Patrick, a clerk, also resided in the home. Mrs. Anna B. Hughes, an  continued...
