This two-story house features several typical Queen Anne elements, most notably the cutaway bay window at left of the front (east-facing)
facade. The bay contains three 1/1 double hung windows. All other windows are 1/1 double hung as well. To the right of the bay is a slightly 
recessed front porch, surrounded by a wooden railing. The front door is slightly off-center, and framed by fluted pilasters and entablature. 
A window the same size as those in the bay is located just to the right of the door. Exposed rafters demarcate the first and second story 
and vertical wood planks render evident the frame of the house, allusions perhaps to Stick style. The second story contains, at right, a 
window below a truncated hip roof and, at left, a window in the front facing gable; above that is a small square attic window with two 
vertical muntins. The north elevation has two windows on the left, one in the second story and another between the first and second
stories. A one-story side entry juts out in the center, with an east-facing side door and a north-facing central window. This entry, with an 
addition extending back from it, juts out from the north gable, which  continued...

The original occupant of this house, from 1903 until her death in 1907, was Miss J. Frances Bartlett, a milliner and independent dressmaker 
also working with the Charles A. Stevens' Ready-Made and Made-to-Measure Garments company. The next residents of this house, in c. 
1908-1910, were salesman William Gaston and his wife Winnifred, a former student of the Oberlin College Preparatory Department 
(1865-1867).  In c. 1914 George H. Nuhn and family, including wife and five children, moved to this house. George, a traveling salesman for a 
Canton business, died suddenly in 1918, at which time his eldest son was a U.S. Marine, one daughter was in college, and the three other 
children were still attending school in Oberlin. In 1920, this house was occupied by the Orr family, consisting of  continued...
