This vernacular home hints at the American Foursquare plan in its boxy shape and nearly-pyramidal roof. It deviates from a strict
Foursquare in its cross-gables that project out at multiple elevations. The second story has shingles, which are in a sawtooth pattern. The 
first story is wood clapboard. The right side of the main faτade (which is the west elevation) projects out with a front-facing gable. A large 
window at the first story has 20 small lights in the upper quarter of the window. The lights at the top corners curve to give the window an 
arching shape. Shutters, which do not appear to be original, flank the window. The second story has two 1/1 double hung windows with 
shutters. The left half of the faτade, which is not gabled, is slightly recessed and has a corner porch that has its own front-facing gable. 
Shingles adorn the pediment of the porch gable. Simple wood posts support the porch. The balustrade is a modern addition; it is metal. 
Stone steps lead up to the porch, and a flattened wood pediment caps the door. The second story has a rectangular window with a vertical 
muntin separating it in two (this muntin appears to be part of a storm window  continued...

The first known residents of this house, likely built in the late 1880s or early 1890s, were the Misses Andersons, E.M., Blanche, a teacher (OC 
1890), and Jennie C. (OC 1894). Not much is known about them other than the fact that they lived in the house from 1894 to 1896. The 
house's next resident, Mrs. E. B. Foote, lived at the house in 1897 with her children Alice (OC 1908, and a teacher), Delia, who attended the 
Conservatory between 1880 and 1887, Eunice (OC attendee 1898-1892), and Will W. (Conservatory attendee 1888-90). Dr. L.A. Avery, his wife, 
and A.L. Warner next lived in the house in 1899, followed by Mrs. Mary L. Pierce and her children Aude and Kota in 1902. Mrs. Mary Wilson, 
widow of Anzi, was the next occupant of the house; she lived here from 1904-1913, when she died. She  continued...

A small, one-car, original garage is located at the rear of the house. Another larger (and presumably newer) garage/shed is located directly 
behind the original garage. Both have front-facing gables. The house is located on residential street that receives little traffic.
