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43. History and Significance (Continue on Reverse If necessary)

This house was built between 1904 and 1908 by the Bailey family, probably initially as a real estate venture. George Bailey and his mother,
Mrs. Kaziah Bailey (an English immigrant), lived next door at 103 E. College; number 107, was constructed on the same lot. Both 103 and 107
E. College are still owned by the Bailey family. The first tenants of 107, by 1908, were Charles W. Rowland and his wife Maude M. Charles
Rowland operated a drug store, Rowland Drug Co., in Oberlin. The Rowlands resided here through 1910. By 1916, the Baileys had moved
into this house and were instead renting out their previous residence, 103 E. College. George Bailey owned a meat market with a succession
of partners (Bailey and Rosecrans in 1904, Bailey and Grinnell in 1908, Bailey and Morris in 1912, Bailey and continued...
