The porch at the main faτade of this boxy Queen Anne style house is striking, as it wraps around the house with a cut away corner at the 
northwest corner of the house. The porch has turned spindle supports, a decorative balustrade at the ceiling and floor perimeters of the 
porch, and brackets below the porch roof with filled circles cut into the brackets. The balusters of the lower porch railing have been 
altered. Latticework runs below the porch, and wood steps lead up to the porch along with a metal railing. At the cutaway corner of the 
porch (above the steps) the porch roof has a gable with a decorative overlay and carving. The corner of the house is also cut away and has 
a wood door with a window; two filled square panels are above the window in the door. A modern screen door covers the main door. Also 
in the cutaway, at the second story, a 1/1 window is surrounded by decorative brackets that have a dropped finial in the corner. The front 
(north) elevation of the house features a front-facing gable at the left and a large window (with modern shutters) The window is original; it 
is 1/1 with wood mullions in the upper half that create squares around the  continued...

A house has stood at this address since at least 1873, according to city directories. The style of the current house, however, suggests that it 
was likely built closer to the turn of the century, replacing the earlier structure. Possibly among the first residents were W. F. Pember and his 
wife Ida. They lived in the house from 1890-1891. During their stay, L.T. Hurlbut also lived at the residence (1890), and L.R. Kelly and his wife 
(1891). The next owner of the house was William H. Laughlin, a piano tuner, who stayed at the house with his family from 1894-1902. Mr. 
Laughlin was a Civil War veteran (served as a private in the 1st Ohio Light Artillery), and the patent holder for a new type of piano key. Of the 
three Laughlin children (Mabel, Arthur, and Adaline), Mabel attended the Oberlin  continued...

This house is located in a residential area, on a street that receives a fair amount of traffic.
