two 1/1 windows and a large, slatted vent in the attic gable. To the right of the gable, a cross gable is set back (its gable faces east). This
portion has a south-facing 1/1 window. Connected to the east side of the house, there is a new addition. The addition is connected with a
small wing leading to the larger (than the wing) addition. The majority of the addition that faces south is recessed below its roof's eaves, and
the recess has fluted, Doric columns below it. There are three windows at the recessed portion, which include a 6/1 window at the left and
center (although the bottom sash of the center window has a window air conditioning unit, so the number of lights in this sash can only be
assumed to be 'one'). The window at the right is 8/8. At the portion that is not recessed, there is an 8/8 window. The east elevation is
dominated by the addition, which has an east-facing gable. The addition has a pair of 8/8 windows at the far left, with a small 6/1
(presumably; it also has a window A/C unit) window at the right. Another addition at the rear of this addition has two 8/8 windows and a small
6/1 (presumably; another A/C unit) window in between the two 8/8 windows. The west elevation features a cross gable that projects out at the
far left; it has a cutaway bay at the first story. The bay has 1/1 windows in its cutaway corners and a large square window on its flat end.
Another large window is situated above it in the second story. A slatted vent is located in the gable of the projecting bay. To the left of the
projection, a 1/1 is located in the second story. To the right of the projecting bay, there is a 1/1 window to the immediate right and near the
center of the first story. A rectangular window sits high up in the first story at the far right side. The second story has two 1/1 windows close
to the bay. As a part of the bay, a door faces south and is made of wood with a glass window. The door is shaded by a shed hood, supported
by a plain wood bracket. Cement steps and metal rails lead up to the door. A 1/1 window is located above the door in the second story.

of each other, and then Mr. Joseph Octave Versoy and his family moved into the home. Mr. Versoy and his second wife Ellen S. had two
children, Arthur (OHS 1897) and Charles. Joseph Versoy also had a daughter, Charlotte (OHS 1891), from his first marriage. Joseph was a
student at the Oberlin Preparatory school from 1869-72 before he became a teacher and moved to this house. The Versoys are listed in the
city directories for January of 1894. By the end of 1894, Rufus Cushman Dresser and his family were living at the residence. R.C. was a
student at the OC Preparatory school, and he lived in the house with his wife, Mrs. Marion F., as well as his son Howard William, who
attended the Oberlin Academy from 1893-95. The Dressers lived at the residence from 1894-1897. Quincy Sage, a grocer, was the next owner
of the house. Mr. Sage was the proprietor of the Sage Brothers' Grocery store (he bought out his brother's interest in 1899) until 1902, when
his failing health made it necessary to sell the store and move out of town to a farm that he owned with his wife Ida May. Quincy had been a
member of the City Council and was a well respected businessman. He had one son, Russell. Quincy's younger brother, Warren Sage, who
had worked with Quincy at Sage Bros., then moved into the house. He was employed as a letter carrier. The Oberlin News reported in 1902
that Mae Sage (Warren's wife) gave birth to a daughter in the house on August 12. Warren and his wife continued to live at the residence until
1907. In 1908, Herbert E. Arnold moved into the house. His wife Emily and his two daughters Rossleene (OHS 1912, OC 1916) and Fannie
(OHS 1912, Conservatory 1921) also lived at the house, along with Herbert's mother Harriett, until her death in 1918. In 1909 a third child,
Herbert Sessions Arnold, was born in the house. Herbert Sessions also attended OHS, graduating in 1927. Herbert Arnold (Sr.) was the
proprietor of the Oberlin Laundry Company, and was a member of the Board of Trustees for the Lorain County Children's Home beginning in
1916. During their time living at 90 East College both of the Arnold girls were married: Fannie in 1921, and Rossleene in 1928. Fannie later
sued for divorce while the family was still living here, citing 'gross neglect.' Herbert Sr., meanwhile, continued to be a prominent citizen of
Oberlin; his biography was featured in a 'Who's who in Oberlin' article in The Oberlin News on March 3, 1925. Herbert remained a trustee for
the Lorain County Children's Home until 1928, when failing health forced him to give up the volunteer work. Mr. Arnold died in 1933, and his
son Herbert Jr. (or 'Bud') took up residence in the house. Bud continued to run the Oberlin Laundry with his wife Susan and three children,
Pete, Bill and Tom, and with his mother Mrs. Emily Arnold, who also lived with them until her death. The Arnold family moved out in 1942,
though their name continued to identify the place: from 1942-1948 the house was used as the 'Arnold House' dormitory, where during the
year of 1948 Mrs. Fannie A Winfield was listed as the director. The house was then the Men's Co-op from1956-1961 (David Davies and his wife
Kay were the house parents in 1956, and Jeremy Robins in 1961). Ester Carson Sperry, a stenographer lived in the house from 1970-1985,
during which time the house was also used as the Oberlin Chamber of Commerce for awhile. The house is now owned by the Neighborhood
House Association. A large addition has been appended and the house now functions as the Oberlin Senior Center.
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
