and boarded, segmental arched, window openings and a terraced roofline on its west side. The building was "updated" with yellow, metal signs above almost
every front-facing window, and a modern "Midas" sign in front of the building.  These signs mark the building as a chain, car repair shop.

Lucinda, with Hartley and Dorothy Broadwell, took over the business.  Hartley was manager; Dorothy and Lucinda were owners who did all the record keeping.
In 1963 the business was sold to Independent Oil, who continued to run it as a filling and service station (Broadwell Interview).   Today it is a car repair shop,
no gasoline sales occur at the site.

This building is significant for its history of commercial development designed to service the automobile and for its unique architecture.
This building was listed by the City of Oberlin as an Oberlin City Landmark in November of 1997.
