42. Further Description of Important Interior and Exterior Features

The overall shape of this huge house is rectangular, but many dormers, towers, and bay windows break up the
shape. On the front and part of the west side of the house is a recessed porch with spindle railing and square
columns. A stairway leads up to the porch on the southwest corner of the building. The walls of the house are brick
under the porch, but wood siding on the rest of the house. On the first story, many of the windows have sandstone
sills. The house has a flat wooden stringcourse. On the second story is a central window facing the road
surrounded by round fluted columns. There is a round tower on the second and third stories on the southwest
corner of the house, topped by a bell-shaped roof. (continued on back)

43. History and Significance

Also known as Tank Hall, the house was built by the Oberlin Missionary Home Association in 1897 as the Tank
Home for Missionary Children, to house the children of the missionaries abroad. It was designed by Cleveland
architect F. A. Coburn, and Glen and Copeland, from Oberlin, were the builders. The Home was named after Mrs.
Caroline L. A. Tank, who contributed a quarter of the cost of its construction as a gift from the estate of her late
husband Nils Otto Tank, (continued on back)

44. Description of Environment and Outbuildings (see #52)

This building is set back from the road on a slight hill and has a large front yard. A sandstone path leads from the
sidewalk to the front porch and to a large bike-rack on the west side of the house. There is a paved driveway on the
east side of the house that leads to a small parking lot in the back. In front of the house is a massive ash tree.
