This vernacular Gable Ell has elements of Eastlake detailing, particularly in its gables, which feature three-dimensional ornament, small-paned 
stained glass windows, and turned spindles in the porch. The main facade features a small front porch at the left corner. Cement steps with a wood 
rail lead up to the porch, and square lattice runs below. The door has a window in the upper half. The gable roof in the porch displays a decorative 
wood  continued...

This small Victorian house has been home to a number people who lived here for long periods of time. The �rst owners were Joel and Frances 
Crane, who lived here with their children Lisle and Mildred (City Directory, Holsworth). Joel was a Civil War veteran from Company D 101st Ohio 
Volunteer Infantry from 1864-1865 (Holsworth). When Joel served in this regiment he was stationed in Georgia and Tennessee during the war (CW 
Soldiers and Sailors). After the war, Joel Crane worked as a cabinetmaker  continued...
